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LOCATION

Hilbert is nestled at the foot of the Darling
Ranges 37km from the Perth CBD, in one
of Perth's most dynamic growth areas, the
blossoming south-eastern growth corridor.

POPULATION

Between the 2011 Census and 2016 Census,

the population of Hilbert flourished at a rate
of over 500%. LLush regional bushland and
outstanding recreational facilities add to
the investment appeal of the suburb.
Hilbert is extremely popular with young
families. The predominant age group in
Hilbert is 0-9 years, with households
primarily made up of couples with

children (50.2%).

MEDIAN PRICES

Houses make up 99.4% of property types,
and households are likely to be paying
$1800-%$2399 per month on mortgage
repayments. In general, the trades are the
main occupation for Hilbert residents.
